SEABEE MONUMENTS

During the 2018 Convention PNC David Buchanan provided the attendees with a report on the NSVA
Seabee Monument in every National Cemetery Project. The report was published in the September issue of
the Can Do. Not surprisingly there were a few questions as to why some of the previously dedicated Seabee
Monuments/Memorials where not mentioned. A few of the NSVA Island members supplied pictures and
accompanying narratives regarding their dedicated monuments on the following pages. | have also included
a letter from PNC Buchanan regarding the NSVA Seabee Monument in every National Cemetery Project for
everyone’s information.
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Seabee Monument in every National Cemetery Project

The Monument above 1s representative of all the Monuments being placed in the all National Cemeteries. This
program started in 2007 in Island X-4, Toledo, Ohio where I was Commander for 12 years. We needed a
project to keep our Island active, but being an Island of mainly WWII Veterans, a physical project was not
possible. We came up with the idea of the Monument program as all we had to do was raise the funds. Raising
the funds was the easier part of the process.

We needed SEABEES to take an interest in the project and do the leg-work, ie: place the pad in many of the
Cemeteries, coordinate with the Cemetery Director for the placement and Dedication of the Monuments, and
pick up the Monuments at the ABF terminal closest to the National Cemetery. ABF donates transportation of
all the Monuments from terminal to terminal.

To date YOUR donations have enabled us to place Monuments honoring the SEABEES in 33 of the 137
National Cemeteries, as well as 2 State Veteran’s Cemeteries and 2 State Veteran’s Parks. The home base for
the program changed from Toledo, Ohio to Crystal River, Florida when I moved and the Island asked me to
continue administering the project.

The NAVY SEABEE VETERANS of AMERICA embraced the program as one of their most worthy projects
and continually supports the effort.

In 2016 the National Auxiliary adopted the program as one of their most worthy projects fully funding the
Monument in the Sarasota National Cemetery in Sarasota, Florida, and continues to contribute to the program
annually.

The program took on a new volunteer, Dave Kurre, who coordinates the logistics in the transportation of the
Monument. Dave is a retited ABF driver. He and Admiral Buffington procured the donation of transportation
from ABF for the program. This is a long range project and we plan to keep it going until we have reached our
goal of a SEABEE MONUMENT in every NATIONAL CEMETERY.

We are continually seeking funds from Battalions, Departments, Islands, SEABEES and individuals to help us
achieve our goal.
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Any and all donations, regardless of size are encouraged and welcomed. When we have reached the full cost of
a Monument we take the aggregated funds and determine what cemetery to place it in and what SEABEES will
help with the local leg work. or if a group would like to donate the full cost of a monument, that group can
select a National Cemetery for placement. That group then coordinates the pouring of the pad and the
placement of the Monument with the Cemetery Director.

My Shame of the Vietham War

Not a day goes by that | don’t think of my service time in Vietham in one form or another. | suffer a
moral injury caused by the effects of shame. Shame is defined as a person, action, or situation that
brings a loss of respect or honor. This was caused initially by antiwar protestors when | came home
from the battle zone. | was nearly spit on, jeered, and called a baby killer by the protesters. My friends
and family thought | was a pot smoker or drug addict too because that’'s what they heard all the
soldiers were doing over there.

Being let down by my own country is the biggest contributor to my feeling shamed.

It was an immoral war fought by 19-year-old kids like me fresh out of high school. Even though many
were drafted, some of us joined like our fathers before us to serve our country honorably.

They came home heroes. They won the war on both fronts. We came home disgraced. We couldn’t
even travel in uniform for fear of being injured by provoking or inciting a protest. Dishonor.

We did not win the war. There was no justice or morality when we abandoned the people of Vietnam.
We Americans killed innocent people as evidenced in the My Lai massacre. Anti-war-activists like
Jane Fonda and Martin Sheen, the spraying of Agent Orange, and the picture of the naked little girl
that had just been burned with napalm still haunt me and cause me shame.

When | came home, nobody wanted to hear about Vietnam or talk about my experiences there. | was
20 years old then. | had a wife and a child | had left behind when | went on active duty and | had to
support them. | had to hit the ground running and get a job and a car. | tried to become invisible and
disappear into society. | lost myself into my work and suppressed the feelings and tried to blend into
society again. | became a closet vet for the next 45 years. | have only been involved with veteran’s
groups for the past 5-6 years now along with my son, a 21-year veteran senior chief of the Navy.

Today we have a sense of pride for all our military personnel that served in the Gulf, Iraq, and
Afghanistan wars. They deserve to be honored. They have made it possible for us Vietham veterans
to finally get the recognition and benefits we were cheated out of. | hope and pray the service men
and women of those wars will not suffer from a moral injury caused by the shame of those wars too.

I am a veteran of the Vietnam War and a survivor of the ’68 Tet Offensive
My name is Daniel Burd. I was born in 1948 and am 70 years old. I enlisted in the Navy Reserves in Rockford, Illinois in
the summer of 1965 at the age of 17 under the “delayed entry” petty officer procurement program.

I was a Seabee in Mobile Construction Battalion Four (MCB-4) in 1967/1968 and my rate was UTP-2 “Utilitiesman,
Plumber, 2™ Class” (pay grade E-5) The word "Seabee" comes from initials "CB", which in turn comes from the term
"Construction Battalion."

As Seabees, we built and fought in direct support of the Marine Corps and the Army. Naval Construction Force strength
reached its peak shortly after the beginning of the 1968 Tet Offensive. During that and the following year, there were
more than 11,000 Seabees serving in the country of South Vietnam at one time from an overall force of over 26,000.

While in country, MCB-4 built a new Seabee base camp, Camp Haines. It was located along the main north - south road
(Highway 1) in the northern war zone (I Corps) of Vietnam. This was north of the ancient capital of Hue and south of the
city of Quang Tri and the DMZ.

While building our own base, the Seabees at Camp Haines rebuilt the Army’s firebase Camp Evans, home of the 1st
Cavalry Division after a horrendous attack which blew up their ammo dump and runway. We erected nearly 1,000
wooden buildings to bring the Cavalry soldiers up out of the mud, resurfaced and matted a 2,900-foot aircraft runway, and
constructed 23 miles of eight-inch JP-4 oil supply line. We built 1000-man mess halls, berthing huts, offices, boiler
houses, and showers.

MCB-4 detachments supplied fresh water to countless numbers of Vietnamese through Seabee-dug wells, provided
medical treatment to thousands of villagers, and opened new opportunities and hope for generations to come through
Seabee-built schools, hospitals, utilities systems, roads and other community facilities.

We Seabees also worked with and taught construction skills to the Vietnamese people, helping them to help themselves
and proving that the Seabees really were "builders for peace."MCB-4 returned to the United States after having one of the
busiest deployments of any battalion in Vietnam. In all, MCB-4 deployed four times during the war.
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According to the March 1998 edition of Army Magazine, Camp Evans and Camp Haines is now farmland and not a trace
of it remains ... except in my memory.
